Welcome! As you may know, STAAR is the premier Conference in canine rehabilitation,
physical therapy, sports medicine, and fitness, and is attended and taught by the best
veterinary rehabilitation professionals from across the globe.

STAAR Conference features various workshops where dogs participate on a volunteer basis
so that the veterinary professionals in attendance can witness and practice learned skills.
Our dog volunteers are the backbone of this Conference and without you and your dog(s)
the learning experience would not be possible.

Many pet parents gain a tremendous amount of information from attending STAAR
workshops, and though the dogs are needed for only portions of each class, many pet
parents choose to come in early to listen and learn.

If you are interested in volunteering you and your dog(s) for STAAR, here’s what you should
know.

Important Information for Dog Volunteers:

e Your dog must be comfortable around people and other dogs.

e Your dog must be comfortable with being examined by qualified professionals who will
assess them for tenderness, pain, and muscle weakness.

e Though healthy dogs are welcome, we also appreciate and welcome dogs with physical
and/or medical issues. Dogs with specific issues are usually paired in workshops where
those issues are specifically addressed. For example, this year, we are having a
workshop on knee/stifle injuries in dogs and how to treat them. Therefore, dogs with
knee injuries or recent knee surgeries are welcomed in this specific workshop.

e Dogs must be at least 15 Ibs. to participate in STAAR.

e All dogs older than 12 months are welcome.

e We assume your dog is up to date on all vaccines and shots (e.g., rabies).

e Veterinary practitioners are welcome to bring their own dogs as volunteers for
Workshops in which they have registered. Veterinary practitioners are not permitted in
Workshops as volunteers. Thank you for your understanding.

Your dog(s) can participate in morning and/or afternoon workshops. The amount of time
you volunteer is up to you and most importantly, your dog, and how much he/she can
handle. Our classrooms have water bowls and treats, and are fully carpeted. There is an
outdoor area where you can walk your dog. Light snacks are available for our pet parents,
and those who volunteer all day receive lunch.
